Below are some criteria that we will look at to help guide your work.
 
Correctness:
All content should be thorough, clear, and correct. This is your chance to flex your knowledge of human anatomy and physiology—and correct errors you made the first time around.
 
Style:
Give me style, give me grace, give me beautifully designed, visually attractive, and exquisitely written documents.
 
Proofreading:
I ain’t a stickler on grammar except for now. The goal: zero workplace grammar accidents in the whole submitted portfolio.
 
Audience and Usability:
You have a real-life audience of other students for this project.  How can you format, revise, write, and edit so that your portfolio is usable, useful, and lovely for your peers?
